BUSINESS CONSTITUENCY CREDENTIALS COMMITTEE


Introduction
The call for candidates to sit on the Credentials Committee was followed by a rather unexpected interest and useful discussion over this matter. It is important to recall here that Committee will not set up the guidelines for the BC membership, but only put in place a validation process making sure that application for membership complies with the rules stated in the BC Charter.

Summary of the e-mail discussion :

Frequently asked questions
- Is this a time consuming activity?
- How will the work be organised (telephone conference, e-mail?)
- Who should be a member of the committee? Company representatives,
associations? 


Company representatives
Possible disadvantages:
- might use their discretion to stop a competitor from becoming a member.


Possible advantages
- Closer to the real needs.
- Technically qualified and offering their individual expertise.
- Bringing more new members into the organisation.

Association representatives
Possible disadvantages
- One level removed from the real business world
- Membership ties may lead to bias or inability to act

Possible advantages
- More staff resources for committee work
- Probably more able to represent broader interests than company's representatives
- Could help in carrying out regional promotional campaigns

Conclusion
It seems that a consensus was reached as to the need to have both individual
companies expertise and associations so as to strike a balance (we have got
four candidates: two associations and two company representatives from three
regions).
